History

The inception of Allahabad Museum as
a museum in 1863 began with the Board of
Revenue's request to the Government of North-
Western Provinces for the establishment of a
public library and a museum. With donations
from the provincial government, the famous
Orientalist Sir William Muir and the Maharaja
of Vijaynagaram, a superintendent of library

Allahabad Museum Building

and museum was appointed and an ornate
building was inaugurated in 1878 to house the
collection. For unforeseen reasons the museum
closed down in 1881. The initiative to reopen
the museum in Uttar Pradesh was taken b

Pandit Jawaharlal Nehru, i1 1923-24 under the
operational direction of Pandit Brij Mohan
Vyas, the then Executive Officer of the board.
The museum was opengd in the Municipal
Building in 1931. Under the tutelage of Mr.
Vyas, the museum acquired important
collections, including ancient sculpture from
Bharhut (Satna district of Madhya Pradesh) and
Bhumra (Madhya Pradesh). In 1942, 8.C. Kala
the first Curator gave the much needed impetus
to enrich the collections of the museum,
especially added the Nehru Personalia
Collection and the Bengal School Paintings. As
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space became a constraint, it was decided that
the museum should be shifted from the
Municipal Board building to the present
building at the Company Bagh or
Chandrasekhar Azad Park. The foundation
stone of the present museum building which
was then called Prayag Sangrahalaya was
laid on 14" December 1947 by Pandit
Jawaharlal Nehru and the museum was opened
to the public in 1954. Seeing the significance of

its collections of art and antique, it was declared
an Institution of National Importance by the
Government of India, Department of Culture in
September 1985. A 'Society' came into being
under the Registration of Societies Act, 1860,
on 6" September 1985, to administer the
activities of the Museum and thus Allahabad
Museum became an autonomus body under the
Ministry of Culture, Government of India. Now
it is fully funded by the Government of India.
Governor of Uttar Pradesh is the ex officio
Chairman of the Allahabad Museum Society.

No benefactions shall be accepted by
the Society which, in its opinion,

involves conditions or
obligations opposed to  the spirit and
objects of the Society.

The Government may issue such
directions to the Society as it may consider
necessary for the furtherance of the objects of
the Society and ensuring their proper and
effective functioning and the Society shall
carry out such directions.

About the Collection

There are sixteen galleries in the
Allahabad Museum. It houses a variety of
collections which include Stone Sculptures,
Terracottas, Miniature Paintings, Modern
Paintings, Archaeological objects, Coins, Arms
and Armour, Textile, Manuscripts, Farmans
etc. The collection also includes the
archacological artifacts and exquisite art
objects from different parts of the country.

The sculptural art collection
comprising of an abacus of an Ashokan pillar
(3" century BCE), fifty-cight fragments of
sculpture from the Bharhut stupa (2" century
BCE) including scenes from the Jataka stories,
pillars, crossbars and coping stones are
displayed in the Early Sculpture Gallery. The
Medieval sculpture section is still more
attractive and varied, displaying the Vaisnava,
Shatka, Saiva and Jaina images. It also has a
rich collection of Miniature Paintings and
Modern Art. The Miniature Paintings belong to
the Rajasthani, Pahari, Mughal and Company
schools of paintings. Paintings of Anagarika
Govinda and those of the Russian artists
Nicholas and Svetoslav Roerich occupy a
pride. place in the Modern Art Gallery. The
Bengal School collection comprises the works
of Asit Kumar Haldar, Abanindranath Tagore,
Gaganendranath Tagore, Nandalal Bose,
Jamini Roy and Sudhir Ranjan Khastgir are the
pride of the Allahabad Museum collections.
The Museum has an important personalia
collection of manuscripts and letters of literary
luminaries like Sumitranandan Pant, Mahadevi
Verma, Suryakant Tripathi 'Nirala', Maithili
Saran Gupta, Ram Kumar Verma and others.
The Arms and Armour Collection of the
Allahabad Museum has unique pistols, rifles,
guns, swords and body armour from the 18"
century to 19" century CE including the Pistol
of Chandrashekhar Azad showcased in the
Central Hall. The textiles and decorative arts
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collection includes fine gold Zari work and
exquisite wooden artifacts. It also has a Natural
History section for the children visiting the
Allahabad Museum.

Galleries

The galleries have an impressive
collection of archaeological artifacts from the
prehistoric times to Harappan period,
antiquities from copperhoard culture and late
Harrappan culture to the Late Medieval period
of Indian history. The collections of Allahabad
Museum are known for the rare Bharhut Art,
Terracotta Collection, Miniature Paintings,
Modern Paintings, Paintings of Bengal School
of Art, Russian painter Nicholas Roerich, rare
collection of Tibetan Thankhas, paintings of
Asit Kumar Haldar and also the Pistol of
Chandrashekhar Azad. Important objects of
museum collection have been displayed in the
following galleries of the Museum including
one permanent gallery for temporary
exhibitions.

(Museum) as at 31 March, 2015, the Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts
and Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20(1) of the
Comptroller and Auditor General's (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Services) Act, 1971
read with Section 41 of the Rules and Regulation of the Allahabad Museum Society,

registered under Societies Registration Act, 1860. These financial statements are the

responsibility of the Museum’s Management. Our responsibility is to express an

opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

This Separate Audit Report contains the comments on the Comptroller and Auditor
General of India (C&AG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to classification,
conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards and disclosure
norms, etc. Audit observation on financial transactions with regard to compliance with
the law, Rules and Regulations (propriety and regularity) and efficiency-cum-

performance aspects, etc,, if any, are reported through Inspection Reports/CAG’s Audit

Report separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally '
accepted in India. The Standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain
reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from material
mis-statements. Our audit includes examining on a test basis, evidences supporting the
amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also includes assessing
the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by management, as well

as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements. We believe that our

audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion

4. Based on our audit, we report that;
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- i. We have obtained aH the information and explanations, which to the best of our
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knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit.

ii. The Balance Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this report have been drawn up in the format approved by

the Government of India, Ministry of Finance.

iii In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been
maintained by the Allahabad Museum Society, Allahabad as required under Section
41 of the Rules and Regulation of the Allahabad Museum Society in so far as it

appears from our examination of such books.
iv. We further report that :

Comments on Accounts

(A) Balance Sheet

(A.1) The closing Balance for the year 2013-14 was Z 10.67 crore whereas the
opening balance for the year 2014-15 is ¥ 14.18 crore resulting in a difference of ¥

3.51 crore. The difference needs to be reconciled.

(A.2) Although the Museum has depreciable Fixed Assets amounting to < 4.09 crore, no
depreciation on the Fixed Assets had heen charge'd. The depreciation amounting to ¥
1.25 crore should have been charged as expenditure in the Income and Expenditure
Account calculated as per the rates provided in Income Tax Act 1961. This resulted in
overstatement of assets by ¥ 1.25 crore and understatement of expenditure to the

same extent.
(B) General
(B.1) The Accounts of the Museum are being prepared on cash basis while as per

the provision of common format of accounts for the central autonomous bodies the

final accounts should be prepared on the accrual basis.

(B.2) The Museum did not make the provision for retirement benefits in

contravention of accounting standard 15.



D. Grant-in-Aid

During the year 2014-15, the Museum received Grant-in-aid of ¥ 5.69 crore(Plan ¥ 1.74
crore and Non-Plan ¥ 3.96 crore) with opening balance ¥ 1.22 crore (Plan ¥ 1.08 crore

and Non-Plan ¥ 0.14 crore). Further, the Museum generated internal income of ¥ 0.22

crore (Plan ¥ 0.01 crore and Non-Plan ¥ 0.21 crore). Out of the total available funds of
¥ 7.15 crore (Plan T 2.83 crore and Non Plan T 4.31 crore), the Museum could utilise a
sum of T 5.6 crore (Plan ¥ 2.52 crore and Non Plan ¥3.08 crore) leaving a balance of X

1,55 crore (Plan ¥ 0.32 crore and Non-Plan T 1.23 crore) as on 31st March 2018.

v. Subject to our observations in the preceding paragraphs, we report that the Balance
Sheet, Income and Expenditure Account and Receipts and Payments Account dealt with
